The record does
not state that amon? the Indians’ conquerors
were three sectional champions, two count%/
champions, and such powerhouses as Nort
Judson, Rochester, and agpanee. .

Head Coach Thomas Benbrook began his
first season at Culver with a line-up boasting
two returning requlars, Dave Washburn an
Gene Benedict. Dennie Geiger, Lance Over-
myer, and Gary Dillon, B-Teamers from last
season, rounded out the starting five that
opened the season. . o

In the first game, the Indians’ sizzling fast
break eas%/ swept us past Aubbeenaubbee’s
Braves, 53-41, on the losers’ home court.
